7. upload files to their blogs.

	LESSON METHOD

1. Assemble students in front of the IWB and ask students if they know what blogs are?

2. Elicit from the students ways of keeping their personal records. Example diary or notes.

3. Explain that blogs are a contraction of the term web log and to blog is to add content to blogs.

4. Introduce to some interesting sample blogs like my own blogs or blogs like Ranoadidas.com etc.

5. Do a post on my blog and show the students how the blog had changed.

6. Check for their reaction.
7. Ask students if they would like to blog and share their life with their friends and family.

8. Ask students if they have an email account.

9. Those who have will go directly to either blogger.com or wordpress.com  [minimum 30 minutes]
10. Those who don’t will first create an email account.

11. On the IWB show how to create an email account.

12. I will ask those who have email accounts to teach those who don’t have an email account on how to open an email account.    [minimum 30 minutes]
13. Then the students will be shown how to set up a blog account and subsequently on how to upload image and post blogs.

14. Go around and make sure every student has created a blog account and are posting to their blogs. [minimum 20 minutes]

15. Finally recap the lessons by going over the main points again. [10 minutes]
